The purpose of our map is to identify
vulnerable block groups in Jefferson
County, Kentucky, that are within a
1-mile radius of the Preston Avenue
corridor. We looked at historically
marginalized groups, like people of
color, and areas with high rates of
poverty. We then identified the block
group with the most vacant
commercial properties, using data
from Louisville’s open data portal.
This way, underutilized land can be
transformed into new commercial
